He lived his short life with an infectious smile, an actively caring heart, and a
loving spirit. The Jason L. Malone scholarship recognizes and honors these characteristics in high school
student athletes with a high regard for academics, a dedicated talent for sports and a compassionate heart for
people. The Jason L. Malone Scholarship is proudly awarded through the Berea Youth Sports Commission.

Eligibility
Candidates must meet the following eligibility criteria:

e Have, minimally, an overall “B” unweighted academic average (2.8 or better on a 4.0 scale)

e Be a graduating high school senior who has applied to and been accepted to one or more accredited
colleges/universities, trade school or military service

e Be actively involved in some aspect of community engagement and/or service

e Be astudent athlete as a member of any Berea Midpark High School sports team.

Selection

Scholarship recipients are determined each spring by the Jason L. Malone Scholarship committee. Recipients
receive written notification of their selection.

Award

The Jason L. Malone Scholarship committee will award two $1,000.00 scholarships. Distribution of the award
will be made upon proof of enroliment at an accredited college/university, trade school or military branch.

The Application Package

Consideration will be given only to the candidates submitting a complete application package which includes:
an official Jason L. Malone Scholarship application form, an official high school transcript, a letter of
acceptance to college, trade school or military service; two letters of recommendation and a short essay.
