AN ORDINANCE
AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR TO ENTER INTO AN AGREEMENT WITH THE CLEVELAND BROWNS FOOTBALL COMPANY, LLC, TO AMEND THE CURRENT AGREEMENT RELATING TO THE LEASE OF 76 LOU GROZA BOULEVARD, TO EXECUTE ANY AND ALL DOCUMENTS RELATED THERETO, AND DECLARING AN EMERGENCY.
WHEREAS, the City of Berea and the Cleveland Browns Football Company, LLC, (as the ultimate successor in interest to Cleveland Browns, Inc., a Delaware corporation) are parties to that certain Lease dated as of August 1, 1990, as amended by an Amendment to Lease dated as of November 7, 1991, a Second Amendment to Lease dated September 16, 1992, an Amendment to Leases dated as of April 26, 1996, an Assignment, Assumption and Amendment of Leases dated as of October 23, 1998, an Amendment to Lease dated as of June 9, 2015, and an Amendment to Lease dated as of September 27, 2019, for premises consisting of certain training and administrative office facilities and an adjacent indoor practice field located near the corner of Lou Groza Boulevard (formerly First Avenue) and Pearl Street in Berea, Ohio; and
WHEREAS, the term of the Lease will expire on August 1, 2040; but the Cleveland Browns Football Company, LLC. has the right (pursuant to Section 13.1 of the Lease, as amended by the Amendment to Lease dated September 27, 2019) to terminate the Lease at any time after the end of the 2038 NFL football season upon 365 days’ prior written notice to the City; and

WHEREAS, the City and an entity affiliated with the Cleveland Browns Football Company, LLC have agreed to certain terms expanding the term of the lease; and 

WHEREAS, in connection with the Expansion Terms, the Cleveland Browns Football Company, LLC. has agreed to eliminate their Termination Right and add certain extension options; and 

WHEREAS, the City and the Cleveland Browns Football Company, LLC desire to amend the Lease accordingly pursuant to Section 15.8 thereof (the Indenture previously having been released pursuant to its provisions).

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Berea, Cuyahoga County, State of Ohio:

SECTION 1.
This Council finds that the terms of the lease extension, as set forth in Exhibit “A”, which is attached hereto and incorporated herein by reference, is in the best interests of the city by providing additional economic grown and job opportunities, and hereby authorizes and directs the Mayor to enter into an agreement and execute such documents as necessary to effectuate the lease extension with the Cleveland Browns Football Company, LLC.
SECTION 2.  That it is found and determined that all formal actions of this Council concerning and relating to the adoption of this Ordinance were adopted in an open meeting of this Council and that all deliberations of this Council and of any of its committees that resulted in such formal actions were in meetings open to the public, in compliance with all legal requirements, including Section 121.22 of the Ohio Revised Code.


SECTION 3.
That this Ordinance is hereby declared to be an emergency measure necessary for the immediate preservation of the public peace, property, health, safety and welfare, or providing for the usual daily operation of a municipal department, and for the further reason that it is in the best interests of the City to extend the lease of this property at the earliest possible time in order to facilitate the redevelopment of the area. Therefore, provided this Ordinance receives the affirmative vote of two-thirds of all members elected to Council, it shall take effect and be in force immediately upon its passage and approval by the Mayor; otherwise, from and after the earliest period allowed by law.
